Hong Kong finished the championship at 5th place

1st haif

Both teams woke up slowly to play their 7th placement match.

Team India who had less mistakes in offense, started to lead but only by 2
goals. However Team Hong Kong didn’t allow to the opponent to make a big
gap more than 3 goals, they succeeded to level the game at 14 minute using
their power play chance (9:9). Hong Kong changed their defense system to
more aggressive 4-2, finally they lead the game taking an advantage of their
power play chance at 23 minute (14:13).

2nd haif

In the second half, Team Hong Kong used 3-2-1 aggressive defense. As Team
India found difficult to break through it, Hong Kong produced more goals with
even though their attacking were not always successful. The game became
easier and relaxed one for Hong Kong girls when lead the game at the 50
minute with 6 goals difference.
