South Korea ' Japan

Head line

Team Japan made a very good starting of their home final in front of 3078 “Orihime”
supporters in Kumamoto Prefectural arena. They used 3-2-1 defense from the
beginning, 7 players' attacking from 7th minute, lead the game by 3:8 with Japanese
1st haif captain Hara Nozomi's 4 goals after their power play. Team Korea slowly woke up
especially when their left hander powerful shooter Ryu Eunhee succeeded to break
through Japanese offense, she produced 7 goals in the first half helped to level the
game at 29 minute (14:14). Japan went their changing room lead by 1 goal, which
center back Yokoshima Aya made at the last moment of fist half.

After the half time break, Team Korea goaled 6 times continuously. They used 5-1 very
aggressive and strong defense which was unbreakable for Japan to shoot. At 32
minute, they leveled the game again (15:15) and soon took over the game. They didn’t
allow the opponents to shoot, even to pass the ball. Japanese head coach Ulrik Kirkely
2nid haif took their 3rd timeout at 40 minute (28:19), however couldn’t solve the problems both of
offense and of defense. When Korea lead with 10 goals at 50 minute, the game
became almost one side match. Japan tried to score using 3-3 defense constantly just
same as the beginning of the second half, but it was not enough to break Korean wall.
South Korea again got Asian title, the host country Japan finished the championship
with the silver medal.
